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SECTION 1

Case Report 23-4242

On July 28 at 7:05 p.m. officers were dispatched to a family disturbance where the reporting party stated
her husband was drinking and had a gun. A Code Red alert for Shelter in Place was launched to residents
nearby as a precautionary measure. Commerce City PD came to assist since additional officers were
needed to secure the surrounding area. After further investigation officers entered the home to find the
husband had died by suicide. Victim Advocates responded to the scene, along with detectives and a
criminalist.

Case Report 23-4239

On July 28 at 5:06 p.m. officers attempted a traffic stop near North 11th Avenue and County Road 2 and
the vehicle took off at a high rate of speed. The driver later stopped and admitted to fleeing from officers.
The 42-year-old female was arrested on multiple charges including felony vehicular eluding and
possession of drug paraphernalia.

Case Report 23-4262

On July 29 at 7:33 p.m. officers were dispatched to the Knights of Columbus event center for a large
disturbance with multiple shots being fired. There was a party at this location with roughly 80 people in
attendance. A fight ensued between two males in the parking lot, and several shots were fired into the air.
Officers quickly arrived and detained 9 people, including juveniles, who had guns or were seen shooting.
Other agencies including Westminster, Northglenn and Commerce City PD responded as they were
already in the area conducting county-wide street racing enforcement. Detectives arrived and began
sorting through all the interviews and gathering further information. Both criminalists arrived to process the
scene and collect vital evidence. Officers were able to locate 3 guns that were used, and detectives are
continuing to investigate. Only minor injuries were reported. A news release will be published when final
charges are filed.

Case Report 23-4264

On July 30 at 12:22 a.m. officers were dispatched to the Christine Place where a 32-year-old male was
shooting a handgun from the apartment into unknown directions. A total of three shots were heard. Patrol
officers surrounded the complex, sent out a Code Red alert, and safely evacuated the nearby apartments.
After further investigation officers were able to safely enter the apartment. A swift apprehension occurred,
and the suspect was arrested for multiple charges including domestic violence, criminal mischief, and
possession of a weapon by a previous offender. No injuries occurred.
