SECTION 1

Case Report - 23-5178

On Sept. 11 just after 8 a.m., an auto shop called in to report a burglary to their key drop-box and theft of a Ford
Fusion. After the original report was taken, a suspect returned and stole a Cadillac Escalade. Around 1:30 p.m. that
day, Adams County Sheriff's Office located the Escalade at the Riverdale Golf Course and contacted a suspect in
the driver's seat. The 27-year-old male was arrested on scene. Crime scene investigators searched the vehicle and
found over 10 identity documents, seven stolen credit/debit cards, dozens of keys and key fobs, and over 10 grams
of methamphetamine and two grams of mushrooms. The suspect is connected with a substantial crime spree
throughout the Denver Metro Area including Parker, Westminster and now Brighton, that we know of.

Case Report 23-5173

On Sept. 10 around 10:30 p.m. officers were dispatched to the 400 block of South 5th Avenue for an unknown
problem. A male called 9-1-1 reporting someone was in his house. Officers arrived on scene and heard a female
screaming for help through a basement window. Officers made several announcements before deciding to breach
the door. A male and female walked out of the residence to police, and the female had obvious injuries. Police later
learned the male was under the influence of alcohol and cocaine and was hallucinating about someone breaking
into his home. He was arrested and taken to the Adams County jail on multiple charges.

Case Report 23-5246

On Sept. 14 around 11:30 a.m. officers stopped a vehicle on Interstate 76 for speeding 91 miles per hour in a 75.

The driver, a 41-year-old female, was found to have a suspended license and a warrant for DUID. After taking her
into custody, officers found meth in her vehicle. She was processed and booked into Adams County jail for driving
under restraint, speeding, and unlawful possession of a controlled substance.

Case Report 23-5298

On Sept. 17 just before 10 p.m. officers were dispatched to a disturbance in progress involving a 15-year-old female
in the 1200 block of South 8th Avenue. Officers arrived and contacted the teen inside her home. While speaking with
officers, the teen grabbed a large kitchen knife. Officers immediately grabbed her to prevent her from attacking her
father. While doing this, she swung the knife down towards the officer in an attempt to stab him. Officers tased the
suspect and she was safely taken into custody with no harm to the officers. It was due to the swift action of both
officers in this incident that nobody was harmed and the suspect was safely apprehended.
