SECTION 1

Case Report 23-7172

On Dec. 18 at 12:30 p.m. officers were dispatched to Lowe’s in the 4900 block of East Bromley Lane for felony
menacing. Further investigation showed that a 49-year-old male had stolen merchandise and one of the items he
stole was an 18-inch machete. The male was also found to be in possession of a small amount of
methamphetamine. He was arrested and booked into Adams County jail.

Case Report 23-7188

On Dec. 19 just before 9:45 a.m. officers located a stolen van in the parking lot of the King Soopers at 100 North
50th Avenue. Officers used their vehicles to immobilize the suspect vehicle. The driver, a 46-year-old male, refused
to exit the vehicle and ignored all commands from officers. Officers deployed a taser so they could successfully take
the male into custody. He was found to have an active warrant, a revoked license, and he was in possession of 1.79
grams of methamphetamine. He was booked into Adams County jail on several charges.

Case Report 23-7229

At 3:45 a.m. on Dec. 21 officers were dispatched to a suspicious vehicle at Hampton Inn in the 900 block of Platte
River Boulevard. The vehicle was backed into a parking spot with no visible plates. It was occupied by a male and
female. Officers contacted the couple and found user amounts of meth and drug paraphernalia. The vehicle was
found to have been stolen out of Commerce City. The 39-year-old male was arrested and booked into Adams
County jail on several charges. The 39-year-old female was issued a summons.

Case Report 23-7228

Just before 3:30 a.m. on Dec. 21 officers were conducting extra patrol when they found a vehicle in the parking lot
of Benedict Park that appeared to be occupied by two juveniles. Officers also observed an open alcohol container
inside the vehicle. After speaking with the juveniles and conducting a search, officers recovered a stolen handgun.
One 17-year-old male was arrested and booked into the juvenile detention center.

Case Report 23-7281

At 8:23 p.m. on Dec. 23 officers were dispatched to a shoplift in progress at Home Depot. Four male suspects had
reportedly stolen multiple items worth thousands of dollars. They threw the items into their car before fleeing on foot.
Officers searched the area but were unable to locate the suspects. The stolen items were recovered and the vehicle
was towed. This is an active investigation.

Case Report 23-7270

On Dec. 23 at 2:17 a.m. officers were dispatched to a domestic violence call. Officers were able to quickly get the
female victim to safety before a 27-year-old male exited the home with a gun. Officers remained calm and started to
communicate with him. After several minutes, he took his own life. He was pronounced deceased on scene.

Case Report 23-7290

On Dec. 24 just after 1 p.m. officers received reports of two females loading up nearly $1,000 of merchandise at
Walmart. Upon arrival officers were unable to locate the suspects. Store employees called shortly after this, when
they observed the suspects in the store again. When officers contacted them, both females provided false identifying
information. One suspect was arrested on an outstanding warrant, and both were jailed on theft and criminal
impersonation charges.
