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SECTION 1: SIGNIFICANT EVENTS 

 

Case report 25-3871: On July 15th, at around 1:20 PM officers responded to a hit and run crash at South 
4th Ave and East Egbert St. A Silver Nissan Sentra, driven by an 86-year-old male, ran the stop sign at 
Egbert St and S. 4th Ave, striking a White Jeep Wrangler, driven by a 45-year-old female, traveling South on 
4th Ave, causing the Jeep to roll onto its roof.

Highway 85 and East 136th Avenue. A 36-year-old male was driving southbound on Highway 85 with no 
headlights and weaving in and out of traffic. The driver ran a red light and collided with a Dodge Ram 
truck traveling eastbound. The driver displayed signs of being intoxicated. He was transported to Platte 
Valley Medical Center for medical clearance. After he was cleared, the driver was booked into the Adams 
County Jail on DUI related charges, including vehicular assault. The occupants of the Dodge Ram, a 47-
year-old male and a 43-year-old female, were transported to an area hospital with serious injuries.  The 
Traffic Safety Unit responded to investigate the crash. Detectives and Victim Advocates were notified.
