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SECTION 1: SIGNIFICANT EVENTS 

Case Report 25-4186: On July 28th, at around 7:20 p.m., dispatch received reports of a shoplifting that 
was occurring at the Prairie Center Shopping Center through a text sent to 9-1-1. Officers were in the 
area as the call came in and were able to locate the reported suspect entering another store at the Prairie 
Center. Officers made contact with the individual in the store, a 36-year-old female, and found she was 
in possession of six pairs of stolen shoes totaling over $600. She was also found to have two active arrest 
warrants. The female was arrested on the warrants and for shoplifting and booked into the Adams 
County Detention Facility.  
 
Case Report 25-4195: On July 29th, at around 1:20 p.m., Officer Kubic was on directed traffic 
enforcement patrol in the 1600 block of Prairie Center Parkway when he noticed a vehicle traveling 25 
mph over the posted speed limit. The vehicle turned right and continued onto eastbound onto Bromley 
Lane, where the driver increased his speed and crashed into three different vehicles that were stopped in 
traffic at the I-76 roundabouts. The driver, a 37-year-old male, exited his vehicle and was detained by 
officers for reckless driving. The male also displayed signs of being impaired by drugs.  Officers 
conducted the Standardized Field Sobriety Tests and confirmed the male to be driving under the 
influence of drugs. Officers arrested the driver for reckless driving and driving while impaired. He was 
booked into the Adams County Detention Facility. One of the other drivers involved in the crash reported 
minor injuries and was transported to Platte Valley Medical Center for further evaluation.  
 
Case report 25-4281: On August 3rd, at around 1:30 p.m., officers responded to I-76 and E 168th Ave on 
a request from the Adams County Sheriff's Office to a crash where the vehicle's two occupants had 
guns.  The vehicle was believed to be coming from a large party in Adams County, where shots were fired. 
Several Brighton Police Officers assisted with the crash while other officers went to Platte Valley Medical 
Center in case juveniles involved at the party arrived with injuries. An Officer assisted with the hospital 
lockdown while helping deputies monitor the suspects.
