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SECTION 1: SIGNIFICANT EVENTS

Case Report #25-4915 : On September 2nd, at around 7:50 p.m., officers responded to a store at the
Prairie Center for a check on well-being and a possible shoplifting in progress. The call into dispatch
reported a 36-year-old female walking around the store, and she was suspected of concealing unpaid
merchandise. When officers arrived on scene, employees pointed the female out as she was leaving
the store. Officers approached her and found that she had three warrants for her arrest. During the
search, she had two shoe boxes concealed in a bag that the store confirmed she had not paid for, and
another bag that contained methamphetamine with a net weight of 16.2 grams. The female was
arrested and later booked into the Adams County Detention Facility on the warrants, drug, and theft
charges.
