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SECTION 1: SIGNIFICANT EVENTS

Case Report 25-5230: On September 18th, at around 7:30 p.m., officers responded to a gunshot wound in the
1600 block of Jennifer Street. The reporting party stated he shot his dad in the chest because of a physical
altercation between his parents. When officers arrived, dispatch stated the call came from the non-emergency
number. Officers contacted a woman who stated no one was shot. She said her son was in the basement
playing computer games. The house was checked, and there was no evidence of any crime. The investigation is
ongoing.

Case Report 25-5251: On September 19th, at around 11:20 p.m., while conducting proactive patrols, our
officers observed a vehicle with an expired registration and a non-functioning rear taillight. A traffic stop was
conducted, and officers made contact with a 40-year-old female driver. The driver didn’t have a license and
had a warrant for her arrest, as did one of the passengers. Inside the vehicle, there were 254 Fentanyl pills, a
firearm, drug paraphernalia, and additional narcotics. The driver and front seat passenger were booked into
Adams County Detention Facility on multiple charges.
