Brighton Police Investigate Fatal Crash e Brighton, CO

Case report 26-0834: On February 19", at around 1:00 p.m., officers were contacted for an evicted resident
from an apartment on South 18" Avenue. The resident was evicted due to the bed bug infestation that wasn’t
being addressed. Officers were called because the resident did not want any of the firearms that were left in
the home. Over seventy handguns and rifles were recovered from the apartment, and there is expected to be
more. All the guns were cleared, and 1 was found to be stolen out of Houston, Texas.
